School Safety Plan

Heritage K-8 Charter School prides itself on maintaining a safe, clean, and orderly campus. Efforts are made by
the entire staff to maintain a school plan that provides a safe and productive leaming environment. Heritage K-8 is
a “closed” campus, secured by a six-foot security fence around the entire perimeter plus an additional 10-foot
fence on the back perimeter. All visitors on campus check in at the Main Office and wear visitor badges. Two
fulltime maintenance/security personnel are on campus throughout the school day. In addition, all staff members
are trained to report any disturbances or unauthorized visitors, and administrators frequently tour the campus to
ensure the well being of all students.

We consider student and staff safety a top priority and are prepared for major emergency situations. Simplified
emergency procedures for various emergencies (e.g., fire, earthquake, etc.) have been promulgated to the staff,

reviewed with the students, and practiced on campus.
